Search for authors of a particular gender or nationality. 

 
 Author Read-alikes 
Descriptions of the writing style of your favorite author, and suggestions for authors who 

“read like” them. 

 
 Recommended Reads 
Suggested reading lists that cover a wide variety of subjects in all genres. 

 
 Book Discussion Guides 
Great for your book clubs.  Includes information on the author, summary, discussion 

points and more. 

 
 BookTalks 
Designed especially for Teens and Kids – these book descriptions will grab their attention 

without giving away the ending. 

 
 Feature Articles 
Brief discussions about titles in a particular genre or that feature a particular theme.
